Photo Portrait Art Effect
1. Open your image in Adobe photoshop. 
Your image can be found in my handout folder. 
Photoshop can be found on the desktop or at Start>Programs>Adobe Design Premium CS4>Adobe Photoshop CS4
2. Press Ctrl+J. A copy of the background layer is created. You can view it in the layers panel on the right side of the screen.
 If you don’t see the layers panel, press F7






3. Select Filter> Stylize> Find Edges. Your image should look  something like this:


4. Select Filter> Other> Minimum . In the window that pops up, change the radius to 2 and the zoom value to 200%.
The Minimum filter has the effect of applying a spread—spreading out black areas and shrinking white areas.
5. Click OK.

6. Select Filter> Artistic> Cutout and apply the following settings:
· Number of layers	4
· Edge Simplicity	4
· Edge Fidelity 		2
The cutout filter transforms a picture to something resembling a cut paper collage or a silkscreen print
7. Click OK

8. Select the background layer in the Layers pane by clicking on it. Press Ctrl+J to duplicate the layer.

9. Rearrange the layers by dragging them so the new layer that you just duplicate is on top. 

10. Set the new duplicated background layer blending mode to 'Overlay'.

Now your Image looks like:










11. Duplicate the original background layer once again and move the new layer you just duplicate to the top.

12. Select Filter> Artistic> Palette Knife (for add some paint brush texture to the Image) and apply these settings:
· Stroke Size 		8
· Stroke Detail		3
· Softness		0

13. Click OK

14. Set the blending mode to 'Overlay'.
