SHOP SAFETY CONTRACT

1. Wear approved safety goggles at all times.  

2. Remove wristwatches, rings, and other jewelry that might get caught in moving machinery.

3. Tie up or contain long hair with an appropriate fastener.

4. Loose clothing should either be taken off if appropriate, or tucked in to avoid getting caught in moving 

parts and machinery.
5. Substantial foot covering should be worn, (no sandals or flip flops).
6. The shop is no place for practical jokes or “horseplay”.  This behavior is dangerous to you and your 

      fellow classmates.

7. Operate machinery and power tools with instructor’s permission and instruction.

8. Respect each machines safety zone.

9. Vise jaws should be left open slightly and used for only holding materials.
10. Always walk in the shop.  Running is dangerous.  

11. Get immediate medical attention for cuts, burns, bruises and injuries no matter how minor. 

12. Immediately report all accidents and injuries to Mr. Clark.
13. Use care when handling long sections of wood or metal.  Watch for others who may be in your path.

14. Tools should be used with its intended purpose and not be substituted for one another.  
15. Use extreme care when carrying tools with pointed or sharp edges.
16. Clean up is everyone’s responsibility to maintain a safe shop.
17. Know the location of all safety equipment including the first aid kit, eye washing station and fire extinguisher.
I hereby pledge that I will follow all the safety guidelines listed above.  I will act accordingly and not

disrupt the teacher or my classmates while they are working.  If an accident or injury occurs, I must 

report it to Mr. Clark immediately.
